Standardized Test Scores
SAT, ACT, SAT Subject Tests: typically required for admission to a four year school

Essay
Use this as an opportunity for an admissions rep to get to know you outside of grades and test scores

Portfolio/Resume
Extracurricular activities, athletics, achievements & awards, community services, employment, 
leadership opportunities
