The students may or may not be enrolled in the BOCES VOTECH
program.

In selecting the successful applicant for the Fred Male Memorial Scholarship, the selection
panel (Fred’s family and friends) will give preference to an applicant with academic merit in
the specified fields of study or related academics and with enthusiasm about the future
following high school.
